
Rongotea Store Sale Wednesday 23rd June 2010. 

 

Wednesday saw a smallish offering of cattle yarded but the sale went well.  

2-year steers sold at $745-$1295 ($1.77-$1.96). Fat 2-year beef x heifers sold for  

$1400-$1765 ($1.91-$1.98) with other heifers ranging from $545-$960 ($1.51-$1.85).  

2-year Hereford bulls sold for $1165 ($1.84). Yearling Hereford x heifers $620 ($2.51). 

Weaner steers sold for $395-$405 ($1.95-$2.31). Heifers of the same age were making 

$350-$400 ($2.17-$2.62). Weaner bulls made $445 ($1.75). Friesian heifers with calves at 

foot sold for $800 with in calf heifers selling for $500-$690. Heavy boner cows sold from 

$600-$750 with lighter sorts $400-$505 ($1.16-$1.35) 

 

110 feeder calves were sold with some good calves entered. The better Hereford x bulls sold 

from $170-$210 with useful good boned bulls making $130-$160. Friesian bulls were making 

$70-$140. Some good Jersey bulls sold very well making $85-$100. There was good buying 

to be had with beef x heifers selling at $100-$130 for better types with one very good pen, 

$172. Smaller sorts were making $50-$95.  

 

Good offering of sheep entered with lines of mixed sex lambs selling for $48-$70. Mixed 

aged ewes were $40-$76 with 2th/4th ewes making $82. Wethers,$78.  

 

Large entries of pigs were entered. Porkers were $120-$140 with Baconers $170. Weaner 

pigs sold at $40-$75.

Some very good lines of cattle were entered for this sale which was predominantly made up of 

heifers. The better in calf cows sold at $1050-$1100. Maiden 3-year Friesian/Friesian x heifers sold 

well making $825-$1050 with there better 2-year old counterparts ranging from $950-$1050.
